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Introduction

District Institute of Education and Training, Namakkal in collaboration with Global
Academy of Excellence, USA and Rotary Club of Namakkal Poultry Town, Namakkal initiated
an online Abacus training program aimed at enhancing the memory and mathematical skills of
rural government school students in Namakkal district. The program began on May 10, 2024,
and was conducted through online sessions. This report provides an in-depth overview of the

training, its execution, and the outcomes achieved.
Training Program Overview
Objective and Planning

The primary objective of the training program was to improve the memory and
mathematical capabilities of rural students by providing specialized Abacus training to
government primary school teachers. The training was offered free of charge by Global
Academy, USA, and was meticulously planned to ensure maximum participation and

effectiveness.
Participants

The training program witnessed the active participation of nineteen teachers and two
DIET lecturers. The participants were selected based on their willingness to adopt new teaching

methodologies and their commitment to improving student outcomes.



Execution of the Training
Schedule and Duration

The online training sessions were scheduled every Thursday from 6:30 PM to 7:30 PM
for a total of ten weeks. Each session was an hour long, ensuring that the participants could

effectively grasp the concepts without feeling overwhelmed.
Training Methodology

The training sessions were designed to be interactive and engaging. They included live
demonstrations, practical exercises, and Q&A sessions to address the participants' queries. The
sessions were led by experienced trainers from Global Academy, USA, including

Mrs Mangaiyarkkarasi and Mrs Anisha, International Coordinators.
Key Personnel Involved
Supervision and Coordination

The training program was supervised by Dr M. Selvam, Principal of DIET Namakkal,
who ensured the smooth execution of the sessions. The coordination of the training was
managed by Mrs. G. Banumathi, Lecturer at DIET, Namakkal, who played a pivotal role in

organizing the sessions and communicating with the participants.

Outcome and Impact
Teacher Certification

Upon completion of the ten-week training program, a mock test and online abacus
examination were conducted online for the teachers. All participating teachers successfully
passed the abacus exam and were awarded 1SO certification by Global Academy of Excellence,
USA. The certificates were presented at DIET Namakkal by Mrs G.Gnana Prashitha,
Dr M. Selvam and Rotary Club of Namakkal Poultry Town.

Distribution of Abacus Kits

The Rotary club of Namakkal poultry town played a crucial role in supporting the
training program by providing necessary teaching aids. Each participating school received
Abacus Teacher Demo Kits and 20 Student Abacus Kits, which were instrumental in

facilitating the hands-on learning experience for students.
Improvement in Student Skills

The training had a significant positive impact on the students’ memory and
mathematical learning skills. This improvement was especially noticeable among slow
learners. The school principals and lecturers observed the progress during their visits to the
schools.

Second Phase of Training
Expansion of Training

Building on the success of the first phase, a second phase of training was initiated. In
this phase, 17 additional teachers received Abacus training from Global Academy of
Excellence, USA. Rotary Club of Namakkal Poultry Town provided the necessary teaching

aids for this phase as well, ensuring the continuity of the program.

The commitment of the Rotary Club of Namakkal Poultry Town and Global Academy

of Excellence, USA, has been unwavering.

training program.
Abacus Certificate Distribution and Abacus Kits Issuing Ceremony

The Namakkal District Institute of Education and Training (DIET) in collaboration with
the Rotary Club of Namakkal Poultry Town and Global Academy of Excellence, USA,
organized an event to distribute Abacus training certificates and Abacus tools to rural
government school teachers. The event took place on January 11, 2025, at DIET, Namakkal,
at 11:00 AM. The primary objective of this event was to acknowledge and honour the efforts
of teachers who successfully completed the Abacus training and to equip them with necessary

Abacus tools to enhance their teaching capabilities.
